Named to LSU Journalism Hall of Fame

~ Former Addis resident, Alfred Delahaye, was
posthumously inducted into Louisiana State
University’s Manship School of Mass Communi-
cations Hall of Fame. Delahaye was a longtime
professor and founder of Nicholls’ State Univer-

sity’s mass communications degree program. He earned a bache-
lor's degree from LSU and even started a LSU Journalism alumni
organization. Delahaye was an ambassador for LSU throughout
his career. He technically retired from Nicholls in 1990 but con-
tinued to teach classes until three years ago.
